Col Mel Weith, St. Clair County Sheriff’s Department, with a Special Recognition Award for his 21 years of service to the St. Clair County Health Department.  Weith, who announced his retirement after 31 years of service in law enforcement, worked closely with the Board of Health since the health department’s formation in 1986.   Health Department Executive Director Kevin Hutchison states:  “Lt. Col Weith has been a strong ally, working partner, and community leader for public health improvement.” 
Mr. Weith leveraged his leadership role in law enforcement to promote public health principles in various law enforcement programs such as domestic violence investigations involving children, senior citizen safety, drug abuse prevention and public health emergency preparedness.
